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Ellistown and Battleflat Parish Plan

INTRODUCTION

A Parish Plan is a comprehensive plan which addresses both the
community® issues of concern together with highlighting what is good
about the parish in one document.

At the end of the document you will find the Action Plan. There you will
see the issues which the steering group have identified as requiring
action, how they could be tackled, the partners needed and the priorities
and assessment of the financial resources required and is a Blueprint
for all Service Providers and residents of the community. The Action
Plan is based on the results of the questionnaire.

The idea of creating a Parish Plan for Ellistown and Battleflat was first
mooted at a public meeting in Ellistown School Hall in February 2002,
and was supported by the new Parish Council and facilitated by the
Rural Community Council. Total grants of £4,000 were given by the
Countryside Agency to support the Parish Plan. A questionnaire was
devised, but the Plan Steering Group was too small to carry out the
Parish Plan.

In the summer of 2008 the Rural Community Council was asked to help
facilitate a new questionnaire, after a number of village issues were
raised. The adult and youth questionnaire also asked for volunteers and
was distributed by volunteers to all households in Ellistown and
Battleflat in June/July 2008. A Public Meeting to reform the Parish Plan
Group was held in September 2008, attended by 46 residents, with 25
joining the Steering Group to help write the Parish Plan Report and to
help monitor and carry out the actions in the Action Plan.

By September 2008, 223 adults had responded, with 6 households in
Battleflat responding, enough to provide a credible and statistically-
significant representation of t he
Where we have included personal comments in the report (with the aim
of bringing it to life) they have been chosen to express the widest
possible spectrum of views.

We hope that every member of our community will find something in
this report to help, inform, interest and inspire them.

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1. Community Spirit and Recreation

From individual comments made by 201 people, many people in the two
communities find their village to be friendly, convenient (if you drive a car) and
peaceful, (if you are away from the heavy lorry users and the busiest roads).
They value the school and the surrounding countryside. However, from 203
comments about issues, many people also commented that they would like to
see better communication between residents and the Parish Council (e.g.
recent Minutes on the Parish Notice Board and website) and the Parish
Councillors working together to carry out more action to benefit the village,
especially to help organise events and to improve the environment and
recreational areas.

The biggest issues for the community, apart from litter and dog fouling, were:-

¢ the need for better community facilities
facilities for youngsters (reported by many adults)

e noise and traffic issues - particularly heavy lorries breaking the 7.5 ton
weight limit not for the purpose of access

e the need to improve the environment, particularly verges and around
the industrial estate, which is prominent as one enters the village from
Bardon

2. Clubs and Activities

163 people requested clubs and activities. Those most popular included:-
o Keep fit o Yoga, Pilates, Tai Chi
o Walking Group o Mums and Toddler Group
o History/Heritage Group

A few people also requested photography, book club, gym, computer classes
and running/jogging. The Parish Plan Group will endeavour to support the 60
people willing to organise an activity in due course. 42 people said they would
like to support the Parish Plan Group and 46 people came to the Public
meeting.

The most popular current activity is the allotments and the slimming club and
the existing mums and toddlers group (of which many people seemed
unaware). The Allotments Association has enlisted new volunteers from the
Parish Plan and has a comprehensive Plan for the future (See Action Plan).



39 adults said that they would like to support the young people of the village in
the company of other adults, which is a very good response rate and shows
many adults value the young people and their needs. The young people
themselves need to let the adults know how they could help.

3. Community Facilities

The community facility at the school was only used by 17% of the 222
respondents. From individual comments, the community hall needed to be
used better and publicity for events needs to be improved (the hire cost of the
hall could be a factor). The Methodist Church Hall is the other venue, but only
17 people would support improvement of this facility, and this would have to
be agreed by the Methodist congregation. There was also a suggestion for an
independent Village Hall. The future clubs and sporting/ recreational activities
for thousands of Ellistown residents depend on community facilities and 24
adults said they would like to help improve community and play facilities for
Ellistown. (There are no community facilities in Battleflat, although Bardon
Chapel is nearby). Further investigation is needed, as suggested in the Action
Plan.

4. Community Events

90 respondents said they would like to see events for families in Ellistown.
These included:-

e Family Fun e New mums coffee e Village Fete
Days mornings Community/Street
Gala
e Fireworks e Scarecrow e Bingo
Event Festival
e Barbeques e Open Gardens e Pond Dipping
e Kite Flying e Holiday Activities e Farmers Market

for youngsters

28 people said they would like to help organise events and the Parish Plan
Group may be able to help seedcorn some of these ideas in due course.




Similarly, interest in a Local Exchange Trading Scheme was shown by 54
people, (this was before the current recession started) so this could be a good
way of giving people economic and social benefit in Ellistown. This is another
idea that the Parish Plan Group or possibly the Parish Council could follow up.

5. Recreation

Many people walk daily (104), and only 52 people walk weekly or monthly. 58
people cycle weekly or monthly. 125 or fewer people never garden, and 96
respondents never visit either the pub or the Working Mens Club (one person
had difficulties becoming a member). Only 9 people ever take part in an
organised club or sports team. There is clearly a need for more physical and
social activity for adults in Ellistown. A beacon of hope is the Allotments which
has a waiting list!

One request made by many was for improved play areas for youngsters.
Facilities also requested were as follows:-

e good quality playing fields for cricket, tennis and bowls etc

¢ indoor sports recreation such as badminton, keep fit, private gym etc.

e improved footpaths in the local countryside

e a good local nature reserve

e arts and cultural activities - a local arts group, including youngsters,
pantomime, drama and singing groups, film club.

Communication about the events and activities available is a major problem
and needs to be improved.



Play area requests included better maintenance, more regular cutting of the

grass, provision of more seating and bins and provision of new play

equipment (particularly for teenagers) on St Christopher6 s Road and Sout
Street play areas.

6. Spiritual

There is a need for encouragement of local activities through the churches.
The Methodist Church currently has no minister. The parish should encourage
the appointment of a new minister. Additionally, the Methodist Church is the
only affordable meeting place in Ellistown. All of the Churches in Ellistown
are under threat unless usage increases. Consideration needs to be given

7. Planning and Housing

91% of respondents would not favour any more employment land being
allocated for Ellistown and 99% would not be in favour of plans to build a ball
mill/incinerator to take 180,000 of the waste of Leicestershire and beyond.

54 respondents wanted either shared ownership or rentable homes in the
area and a further 25 requested sheltered housing. There were 38
respondents that wanted housing for first time buyers. There is a need for
further investigation on these issues.



There was high interest from the respondents in energy saving features for
their home, for which contact details for information on this was given to
individuals.

8. Environment

Many people had issues about the environment of Ellistown.

e 166 respondents complained about litter on verges and footpaths

e 109 respondents commented on fly-tipping

e 151 respondents had issues about dog fouling
Other major problems/issues included:-

e 137 responses about the need for maintenance of hedges and trees

e 97 respondents regarding street cleansing

e 115 responses about poorly maintained or lack of street furniture

¢ More than 100 respondents commented that the footways and rights of

way needed better maintenance

e 104 respondents cited noise and fumes as an issue
Places for which improvement was needed were identified in the detailed
results. The community and individual members are encouraged to report
badly littered areas.

On a more positive note local wildlife, green spaces, places to walk and
tranquillity is valued by the vast majority of respondents (72%).

Suggestions to improve and protect the local environment include:-

e planting more trees

¢ looking after woodlands

e Detter recycling facilities

¢ looking after orchards

e anew community garden (46 respondents)
Many respondents were unaware of what existing recycling facilities are
available.

79 respondents would like to find out more about the natural or historic
environment in Ellistown and other respondents indicated an interest in other
aspects of climate change. Again there was similar interest in guided walks,



marked circular routes and leaflets of local walks. 23 respondents would like
to produce a Parish walk leaflet. Particular requests for seating along walking
routes were made and suggestions as to specific locations for specific
improvements.

The entrances to the village, particularly on Whitehill Road and Beveridge
Lane need improvement indicated in the comments.

9. Traffic and Transport

There were 52 respondents that wanted buses on a Sunday to get to
Leicester and 89 respondents wanted better value for money bus tickets. For
an individual person, the cost of using a car to get to Coalville is cheaper than
using the bus.

Community transport to health services is an issue as there are not any
doctors in the village. There are particular requests for car share, community
minibus and dial a ride.

Traffic issues are a major problem.

e 197 respondents found speeding to be a problem

e 152 respondents witnessed heavy goods vehicles within the 7.5 ton
weight limit

e 154 respondents noted problems with on street parking

e 103 respondents noted obstruction of entrances

e 163 respondents noted vehicles often parked on pavements

e 107 respondents who indicated they had no where to park - there is an
urgent need for more parking spaces

e 120 respondents believed traffic calming to be inadequate in Ellistown
and Battleflat

Positively, 21 respondents volunteered to join a Community Speed watch
group.



10. Community Safety

34 respondents had experienced damage to their vehicle in the last 12
months and 27 experienced problems with antisocial behaviour. The majority
of respondents feel safe around the village but 161 respondents wanted more
regular police presence around the village.

There is interest in the Neighbourhood Watch schemes, which was felt that
this would tackle crime and improves safety. 68 respondents indicated they
would be willing to join a scheme. This will need to be followed up. There
were individual comments about the need to control outdoor drinking in some
public places to prevent noise and anti-social behaviour. Improvement of
lighting was also requested.

There needs to be more public awareness of police contact details.
11. Healthcare

There is not a doctor® surgery or pharmacy in Ellistown or Battleflat. The
nearest is Hugglescote which recently opened in 2009. Some respondents
have been refused access to the most local doctors. There is a need to
publicise the dental services in Coalville and Hugglescote, the prescription
delivery service for the chemist and Shopmobility in Coalville (48 respondents
requested further information on the service). Social Services help was
requested.

There is a large need for encouragement for a healthier lifestyle for the people
of Ellistown and Battleflat (see Recreation). There is a possibility for healthy
lifestyle classes. A volunteer has come forward and funding may be available
to provide this service.

12. Education, Training and Childcare

Government funding is only available for vocational classes e.g. L.T.
gualifications. There were many requests from respondents for recreational
and healthy living classes within Ellistown (see Recreation). Private service
providers would need to be contacted for this. There is an existing slimming
group of which many people were not aware. [|.T. training is a possibility
(requested by 35 respondents).

64% found childcare difficult to access within the Parish. A breakfast/after
school club (based in the Community Centre at the Primary School) has
recently opened.

13. Communication and Services

There is a big problem with a lack of communication for residents. The local
websites are in great need of improvement with up to date information and



events. 23 respondents offered to help improve the website. Many
respondents are unaware of all sorts of services available to them e.g. police
contacts, dentists, mums and toddlers groups etc.

There have been difficulties with the Parish Council and information being
available. This is being worked on and a quarterly newsletter is being put out
by the council to update residents on what is happening in Ellistown and
Battleflat.

There are 66 respondents who would like to see a village specific newsletter,
which has since been set up by the Parish Council. There is also a need to
publicise local information in the Coalville Times, The Village Talk and The
Graphic.

The mobile library service requests need to be followed up by the County
Council and further publicity needs to be done about the service.

14. Employment and Local Economy

Most respondents used the pub, shops and garage as least occasionally but
there is a great need to encourage further use. In particular, the use of the
post office needs further encouragement. The Ellistown pub has now partially
reopened and is offering hairdressing services, bed and breakfast, quizzes
and has a function room.

There are particular requests for better leisure facilities, shops, tea rooms and
garden centre (there is already a tea room and garden centre in the Ellistown
area).

Communication about local businesses and shops is needed i.e. a business
directory.

15. Youth

From the youth survey it was shown that the majority of the respondents (13)
used the play areas within the village, however 8 of them also responded by
saying that there was a need for better, age relevant play equipment. 50% of



the respondents said that they would use the Wesleyan Church as a meeting
point for activities in the village. A need for additional bus services at
weekends and evenings was shown and that information about routes should
be more easily accessible. 8 respondents said that they would like to see an
improvement in the value for money of bus services.

Suggestions for further recreational facilities included good football posts, a
fenced and lit basketball area, a skateboard facility and further play
equipment. There is a possibility for healthy living grants to provide some of
these facilities.
