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Kirby Muxloe

The Parish of Kirby Muxloe is to the west of Leicester, bordered by the M1, Leicester Forest East and
the goods railway line to the east and south, the village of Ratby to the north, Leicester Forest West to
the west. Population increase has meant the village is at threat from large house building projects,
industry, loss of green land and M1 widening, this plan has enabled us to get the views of a large number
of parishioners that the service providers will take notice off.

History of Kirby Muxloe

The name "Kirby" comes from the name of a Dane, Caeri, who established the community here in the

late ninth or early tenth century. The settlement was known as Carbi, and then later Kirby. The village
was recorded in the Domesday Book as 'Carbi’. (Caeri's settlement) with a working population of 8. At
the time the land in Kirby Muxloe was owned by Hugh de Grandesmaynel and by William Peverel.

In 1461, William Hastings, the 1st Baron Hastings of Hungerford, became the Steward of the Honor of
Leicester and Ranger of Leicester Forest. His father, Sir Leonard Hastings, had owned a modest estate in
Leicestershire and Gloucestershire, where the family had long been established. On April 14, 1474
Hastings acquired the manorial right to Kirby from the Pakeman family, although he had rented it for
some years previous to this. In 1480 he began to build the moated Kirby Muxloe Castle during the
period of the Wars of the Roses. However, work on the castle stopped soon after Lord Hastings was
executed on June 13, 1483 on the orders of King Richard I11_at the Tower of London for conspiracy.
William was caught up in the rivalry for the throne after the death of Edward 1V.

In 1582 the name of village becomes Kirby Muckelby, with variants Mullox, Muckle. About 50 years
later in 1628 disafforestation of Leicester Forest occurred, effectively dividing the land near Kirby
Muxloe into forest and pasture. The results are visible today. In 1636, the Hastings families sold castle
and estates in Kirby and Braunstone to the Winstanley family. The first official use of Kirby Muxloe
was used in 1703 in the Oxford Dictionary of Placenames, which states that 'Muxloe' is a family name.
There was such a family but they lived three miles away, in the village of Desford.

The railway came to Kirby Muxloe in 1848 when the Midland Railway built a line through Kirby, and
on July 1, 1859 Kirby Muxloe railway station opened at Kirby fields. In 1882, the fields known as Far
and Near Townsend Close went on to be bought by Kirby Muxloe Land Society. Barwell Road, Castle
Road, and Church Road are laid out for the village and building would go on for the next 30 years.

In 1911, Kirby Muxloe Castle was handed over to Ministry of Works, and later English Heritage.
Amidst World War Il in 1941 the village was heavily bombed. A German bomber on its way back after
attacking_Coventry emptied its load on two streets with destruction of a church and several houses. Gaps
left in the houses can still be seen to this day. On September 7, 1964 the Kirby Muxloe railway station
closed in the Beeching Axe.

The Community & Parish Plan

Since the meeting held in the Village Hall in June 2008, which was at the invitation of the Kirby Muxloe
Parish Council and for all Kirby Muxloe Parishioners the, the RCC (Leicestershire & Rutland) has been
guiding us through the process to produce a plan for Kirby Muxloe for the next 5 years. A hard core of
individuals have been meeting regularly since then, consulting with the different age groups and
organising events to publicise the process and obtain through a questionnaire a pool of suggestions.

Primary and infant school children aged between 4 and 11 years helped to produce a model of the village
on to which their thoughts and ideas were attached. 119 young people between the ages of 11 and 18
years gave their views at their respective schools (Groby Community College or Brookvale) at the end
of September 2009. We hope all the adults have had a little exposure to the notion of the Parish Plan
process either by involvement with the local schools and churches, or one of the many groups that
regularly meet in the village who we have attempted to inform at each stage. Notices have been posted
regularly around the village and the Lantern, Kirby Comment, and The Local have all printed articles.
The Leicester Mercury has printed diary events.

Whilst the collection of ideas and thoughts from young people was very important one of the main
thrusts of the Parish Plan project was the compilation of the questionnaire which was eventually
distributed by the 18" May 2009. 2,100 households and workplaces in the village had a questionnaire
delivered. By the end of September 2009 we had a grand total of 504 questionnaires completed and the
data inputted on the RCC computer data base. We are quietly confident that all who live and work in the
village have had a chance to air their views about the village. The RCC collated the results and we have
interpreted the hard data in to a Report and more importantly an Action Plan for the future of Kirby
Muxloe.

The results will be shown as either a percentage of those adults who completed the questionnaire or the
actual number of people who answered a question in a particular way.

The following Parish Plan is the culmination of nearly 2 yrs hard work consulting with everyone living
in the village, obtaining their views, collating and interpreting the results and producing this document.

The Questionnaire was distributed to 2100 homes within Kirby Parish & Community, as well as being
made available at various drop off points within the village. The questionnaire was also made available
online. 41% of returns were from Males and 59% from Females. Nearly 50% of the returns were from
the retired community.

Other destinations requested included, Fosse Park, Hospital and the Railway Station. Very few people
felt there was a need to improve safety on buses or that cleanliness was an issue.

80% of the people said they would use a train or rapid transport service between Leicester and Burton,
stopping at Kirby Muxloe and villages in between (20 daily, 72 weekly, 69 monthly, and 231
occasionally). Of the people who would use this service, the majority thought a car park at the station or
a shuttle bus service would be very helpful.

25 respondents said they had problems using conventional public transport and of them the majority
knew of the community transport scheme provided by Community Action Blaby District.

The following would encourage respondents to walk more within the parish:

Better maintained and additional pavements, (226)

Footpaths away from traffic, (119)

Reduced speed (173) and less traffic (122)

34% of respondents regularly cycle and a lot more may take it up if the following were done to
encourage:

Over 200 people took the time to provide suggestions, highlight issues and specify locations for
improvement when it came to traffic and it is one of the most talked about issues throughout the whole
questionnaire.

When asked where traffic calming should be introduced, the majority highlighted the 5 main routes in
and out of Kirby:

Desford Road , Main St, Station Rd, Kirby Lane & Hedgerow Lane , with a very high level of support to
restrict Main St to between 10 and 20mph, and to review the management of traffic in this area to aid
flow and to improve the safety of pedestrians and cyclists.

On Parking and its problems around Kirby village the main highlighted areas were Main St & Station
Road with a high level of frustration expressed from both drivers and pedestrians. Cars parked on
pavements and inappropriately on roads cause delays and blockages, especially in the peak morning and
afternoon times. There is a swell of support to restrict these areas or to have only one side available for
parking.

On the issue of crossing roads and the fear for the safety of the young and elderly a significant number
of comments called for controlled crossing to be considered on Kirby Lane, at the Barry Drive
intersection, on Main Street at the shops, on Desford Road near the cemetery and on Hedgerow Lane.

There was a very good response to the County Councils Community Speedwatch Scheme with 298
respondents pledging their support and 65 saying they would be prepared to assist with the monitoring.

A good number of respondents (54) said they would be willing to join a working group to further
investigate transport issues.

2) Environment and Planning

The consensus of opinion appears to be that the historic and architecturally important buildings are well
looked after within Kirby.

Approx 15% of respondents felt that the natural environment was not sufficiently cared for. The Brook
along with hedgerows and trees around Kirby in need of pruning and cutting back (especially near
pavements), and others needing protection where all areas of concern.

56% of respondents did not know whether enough was being done regarding Conservation and Climate
Change within Kirby, 21% felt there was and 23% thought more needed to be done.

60% did not know about current legislation which protects Wildlife and Biodiversity, with half of them
(110) interested in finding out.

When it came to reducing CO2 emissions and finding out about climate change issues the majority were
interested, however when asked if they would like to get involved in local projects only a few said yes
(43). Almost all appreciated the need to conserve energy, but maybe purely from an affordability point
of view.

There were a high number of people that would be interested in community food growing and more
allotment space (175) and the majority of respondents would support having a central contact for
environmental issues (238). Development of a Community Orchard would be supported by 62% of
respondents.

The top 8 environmental concerns highlighted by respondents were:

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214 respondents took the time to comment on the main areas they felt the problems were, but in general
it seems to be almost every where and on every ones doorstep. Also a lot of comments on the state of
private houses on Main St which seem derelict or very run down, and overgrown/wild hedges
encroaching on pavements.

Issues regarding pollution were split into 3 categories, noise from traffic /M1, lights from the Multi Use
Play Area and the Golf Driving Range, and smells from Pigs/Poultry.

Recycling was considered by over 80% of respondents to be satisfactory but 45% would like more
plastic recycling and the collection of a more comprehensive range of materials including, batteries, foil,
and food waste. 50% would like manufacturers to produce and utilise compostable packaging.

A few respondents mentioned that a bus shelter on Station Road along with more seats and rest stops
around the parish would be welcome as well as the renewal of signage and the provision of more litter
bins that are emptied more often.

3)  Housing

Of all the respondents just over half (51%) did consider there is a need for additional housing in Kirby
Muxloe, albeit in the more modest form e.g., sheltered housing, shared ownership, starter homes, flats .

Only 13 respondents have a relative who has had to leave Kirby Muxloe in the last 5 years through lack
of affordable housing, 458 have not.

Community Events & Services

Over 50 % of respondents felt that they were aware of what was happening in the Parish with nearly
65% finding out about events from Leicestershire Matters, the Blaby Chronicle, the Kirby Comment,
word of mouth, parish notice boards, or Church Newsletters. Over half of respondents 57% were not
aware of the Leicestershire Villages website despite nearly 85% of people having access to the internet
at home. 30 respondents would be interested in learning how to add information to the site.

Just under half of respondents (46%) advocated the holding of more community events. Many different
suggestions were given including utilising Kirby Muxloe Castle, more social events for all ages, street
parties and Open Gardens. Only 2% indicated an interest in organising such events. Just under a third of
respondents already carry out voluntary work of some kind and another 3% indicated they would like to
in the future. 70% indicated that Barns Park should be part of Kirby Parish not Desford.

Of those who had contacted or used public services in the last 6 months the majority were satisfied with
the service they received:

Places of Religious worship were important to just over half of respondents, with their main use being:

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Only 5% of respondents attended the churches on a weekly basis. The highest finding concerning the
churches in the survey was of the desire for them to be retained as historic buildings and as a focal point
in the community (both over 40 %.)

Suggestions for improving the links between the Primary School and the community revealed a wish for
more use of the school premises during evenings (62%) and at weekends for both educational and
community events (45%.) Over 40% advocated the development of interaction between the generations,
and making it easier for the school to access the Castle and other local amenities.
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5)  Sports, Leisure & Recreation

Out of all the facilities available to the residents of Kirby Muxloe the parks are used most, followed by
the library.

The majority of respondents feel very safe during the day and reasonably safe at night. 20% feel unsafe
at night.

The main areas where people feel unsafe are the Park and Library car park, around the Royal Oak and at
the shops on Main Street. The main reasons cited were the large congregations of young people hanging
around in these locations after dark.

Just over 100 parents with the need of childcare found it reasonably easy to find, but there was 32
that found it difficult, or extremely difficult.
