WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO ENTER?

The competition is open to all villages with a population of up to 10,000.

AWARDS

· Gold, Silver and Bronze certificates will be awarded following the judging.
· Cash prizes are on offer in each Category. In addition there are ‘Best Achievement’ posts to be erected in the centre of the village for the following twelve months.
· The Colonel John Heggs Award will also be awarded to the best village/community hall achievement.
What are the judges looking for?

The judges will be looking for achievement in projects that (1) show a caring vibrant village taking pride in its sense of community and (2) show a local initiative that enhances the quality of life for residents.

The judges will be awarding points for:

· The content of the written submission

· The benefit of a project to the community and the quality of its delivery, in each category

In addition to the written submissions, entrants will receive a visit and will be asked to give a brief presentation to the judges. This can include a tour around the village, a casual discussion or formal presentation.

The judges are independent volunteers who give their time to judge the competition.

The Competitions Committee of the RCC reserves the right to disqualify any entry which does not conform to the conditions set by the RCC

· Entry must be made on the enclosed form together with a written submission of no more than one side of A4 per category entered.

· Supporting evidence should be shown to the judges when they visit.
